All our play projects are "Open Access". This means that children are supervised whilst taking part in
activities onsite, however, as our projects are NOT care facilities we are unable to prevent them
leaving the site at anytime during the session.

Play Projects are run by paid staff and voluntary staff. All staff undertake playwork training, are police
and health checked and there is always a first aider on each site.

At all of our Play Projects staff follow SCPA's Equal Opportunities, Safeguarding children and Health
and Safety Policies.

All SCPA Play Projects are supported by the Play Development Team who visit the sites regularly,
providing ongoing advice, support and information.

OFSTED (Office for Standards in Education) are the regulators for Open Access services for children.
All our Play Projects meet the National Standards and Guidelines.

We were able to use most of the venues that we accessed last year and had 5 new venues this year.
The new venues were Freemantle Community Centre, St Marks Junior School. Aster House has
been demolished as the building was unsafe and Basset Green Junior School were able to host us
for one week.

SCPA linked with Southampton City Council and received support from Tony Hill to enable us to run
from the new Thornhill Adventure Playground which was a 3 year build from the Big Lottery and was
completed during the summer holidays. This scheme was more successful than anticipated and
attendance figures reached 107 per session. The adventure play equipment consisted of an ariel run
way, balancing poles, a witches hat that spun at a very, very, very high speed!, climbing frames, a
huge slide, climbing nets as well as a massive sand pit with a hammock and buckets on chains to
collect sand.
